Nine areas of growth for your life in the New Year

1.) Grow in the knowledge of God.

2.) Grow in wisdom, strength, and favor.

You will be wiser, stronger,
and more favored in 2009 than ever before.

7.) Grow in relationships.

God'’s supernatural love will wash away bitterness from your heart and you’ll receive a Divine
impartation of His love for others.

8.) Grow in grace.

By His Spirit, strength for righteousness will increase exponentially in your life and you will
succeed in every good work.

You will see
His glory and reflect it in your life. As His glory increases, your life is transformed into His
image. Others around you will see and be changed.
